Principals Message 

Welcome back to learning.  We hope that you have had a good start to the 2018-19 school year.  

We kicked off the new year with our opening transition day for Grade 9 students and families.  

This is an important part of starting off the four-year journey for students in a positive and 

intentional way.  Our students attended all four classes and then engaged with senior student 

leaders in activities focused on social engagement.  Parents attended a session offered by our school 

administration and guidance team.  As the week progressed we welcomed our Grade 10-12 

students.  The first few days were spent building community in many of our classes as part of our 

commitment to success for all students.  As a staff we recognize that providing safe and welcoming 

learning spaces that emphasize student voice and positive engagement are keys to maximize 

potential.  Be sure to ask your student about feedback regarding this time.   

I am pleased to report that our literacy and numeracy capacity building has translated in positive 

achievement outcomes on the EQAO provincial assessments.  Our grade ten Ontario Secondary 

School Literacy Test (OSSLT) results showed a three percent increase in level 3/4 achievement 

over the previous year.  On the grade nine mathematics assessment, both applied and academic 

outcomes went up one percent and five percent respectively.  Our focus will remain on improving 

overall literacy and numeracy outcomes for students.  There is a strong focus on targeted 

interventions for various groups of students both in classrooms as well as through our special 

education and committee work across all disciplines.   

Many of our co-curricular groups and teams have also begun.  Encourage your student to check the 

announcement board or speak to their classroom teachers about ways to get involved.  This is a 

vital part of their well-being during high school.  During the month of October, we will be issuing 

progress reports and host parent teacher interviews on October 18th.  We hope that you will 

attend either the afternoon or evening session should your schedule allow.

How long have you been at Ajax High School? 
I have been at Ajax High School 5 years.  
 
What do you teach at Ajax High School? What is your favour-
ite subject?

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September Dates of Importance 
Ajax H. S. prides itself on being inclusive of all.  Throughout the year we highlight various events, 
celebrations and observances of the diverse backgrounds our schools and communities serve. 

September 20th ð 30th -  Navratri (Hindu)  

Navratri, literally interpreted as 'nine nights' is the most celebrated Hindu festival devoted to Goddess Durga symbolizing purity and power or 
'shakti'. Navratri festival combines ritualistic puja (the act of worship) and fasting and is accompanied by resplendent celebrations for nine 
consecutive days and nights.   

This festival is dedicated to Goddess Durga. Navratri is a Sanskrit word which literally means nine nights. During these nine nights and ten days, 
Goddess Durga is worshipped in 9 different forms, known as Navdurga.  Conceptually Navdurga is the life phase of Goddess Parvati who is 
considered supreme power among all Goddesses. 

September 25th - Franco-Ontarian Day (Ontario) 

Effective April 26th, 2010, the Franco-Ontarian Day Act adopted by the Legislative Assembly of Ontario 

proclaims September 25 of each year as Franco-Ontarian Day. This Day will, every year, officially recognize the 
contribution of Ontario's Francophone community to the cultural, historical, social, economic and political life 

of the province. September 25th will commemorate the anniversary of the first raising of the Franco-Ontarian 

Flag in 1975.  

September 25th-29th - Ally Week 

Ally Week is a national youth-led effort encouraging students to be allies with the LGBT (lesbian, gay, bisexual and transgender) members of their 
community in standing against bullying, harassment and name-calling. It takes place in K-12 schools and colleges. It was created by Joe Montana 
and other youth members of the Gay Lesbian & Straight Education Network GLSEN National JumpStart Student Leadership Team.  It is done in 
the same spirit as Day of Silence to educate on anti-LGBT+ harassment issues. 

The goal of Ally Week is to diminish stereotypes and exclusion while highlighting that peer support for LGBT+ students is stronger than the 
students themselves may have thought existed. In a survey of 240 undergraduates regarding what peer support they felt LGBT+ students had, 
research found that their personal attitudes were significantly more positive than they thought their friends and fellow students held.   Allies are 
identified as supporters but not necessarily members of a marginalized group. 

During Ally Week people are encouraged to sign an ally pledge "taking a stand for a safe and harassment-free school for all students", and that 
they will not use anti-LGBT+ language and slurs, they will intervene if possible to stop bullying and harassment and support safer schools efforts.  

September 29th-30th: Yom Kippur (Judaism) 

Yom Kippur, also known as Day of Atonement, is the holiest day of the year for the Jewish people. Its central themes are atonement and 
repentance. Jewish people traditionally observe this holy day with an approximate 25-hour period of fasting and intensive prayer, often spending 
most of the day in synagogue services.   

September 30th - Orange Shirt Day (First Nations Canada) 

Assembly of First Nations (AFN) National Chief Ghislain Picard is encouraging people across the country to mark 

Orange Shirt Day each year on September 30th, as a day to recognize the experience of former students of Indian 

Residential Schools and affirm a collective commitment to ensure that every child matters.  Orange Shirt Day is 

an outcome of the St. Joseph Mission Residential School Commemoration Project and Reunion events that took 
place in Williams Lake, BC in May 2013. It stems from a story told by former residential school student, Phyllis 
Webstad, who had her new orange shirt, bought by her grandmother, taken from her as a six-year old girl. She 

spoke powerfully of how it seemed to her that nobody cared and, in this personal way, it speaks to the 
many harms experienced by children in the residential schools. The AFN asks all Canadians to join First 

Nations in wearing an orange shirt on September 30th in the spirit of healing and reconciliation. 

September 30th - Dasara/Dussehra (Hinduism)  

Dussehra is one of the major Hindu festivals of India. It is celebrated throughout the country with great zeal and enthusiasm. People all over the 
country participate in the occasion in their own way. It is the day when Lord Rama killed the ten headed demon King Ravana and gave the throne 
of his kingdom Lanka to his brother Vibhishana. Since that day, the day of Vijaya Dashmi is considered to be auspicious and festive by the people of 
India and is celebrated as the day that symbolizes the victory of Good over Evil. 
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September Dates of Importance 
September 30th - October 1st - Ashura (Islam) 

The Day of Ashura is on the tenth day of Muharram in the Islamic calendar and marks the climax of the 
Remembrance of Muharram. Shiite celebrations of the Day of Ashura have traditionally included masochistic 
rituals which have been condemned by many religious authorities recently under the claim that such practices are 
wrong or unislamic. This day is commemorated by Sunni Muslims (who refer to it as The Day of Atonement) as 
the day on which the Israelites were freed from the Pharaoh (called 'Firaun' in Arabic) of Egypt. According to 
Sunni Muslim tradition, Ibn Abbas narrates that Muhammad came to Medina and saw the Jews fasting on the 
tenth day of Muharram. He asked, òWhat is this?ó They said, òThis is a good day, this is the day when Allah saved 
the Children of Israel from their enemy and Musa (Moses) fasted on this day.ó He said, òWe are closer to Musa 
than you.ó So he fasted on the day and told the people to fast. However, Shi'a Muslims reject these stories and 
maintain that Ashura is a day of great sorrow due to the tragic events of Karbala.  

   ISLAMIC HISTORY MONTH 

On October 25th, 2007, the Parliament of Canada officially declared October as Islamic History Month 

in Canada.  The goal of this month is to highlight contributions by Muslims to the world and provide 
Canadians with an opportunity to learn more about Islamic heritage as an element of our Canadian 
fabric.  

òThrough dialogue, awareness and finding opportunities to embed information in Canada's national 
cultural heritage is the sum total of the way Canadians from every background and every walk of life identify and express themselves. 
Islamic civilization does not belong only to Muslim Canadians, but to all Canadians. In fact, for more than 1,000 years (about 600 
AD through 1600 AD), Muslims made significant contributions to the well-being of humanity in numerous fields of endeavour. 
There are so many good stories to share and new learnings to experience; we intend to do all that, and more, during Islamic History 
Month Canada.ó  - Senator Mobina Jaffer, Honourary Chair, Canadian Islamic History Month  

Islamic civilizations introduced many discoveries such as coffee, navigation, flight and advances in medicine.  Through dialogue, 
awareness and finding opportunities to embed information in the curriculum, related to the rich Islamic History, DDSB students and 
educators will continue to see themselves represented in the curriculum, classroom, and school community.  

HISPANIC HERITAGE MONTH 

Ontario is home to more than 400,000 first-, second- and third-generation Canadians of Hispanic origin. As early as 1914, 
Canadians who originated from the 23 Hispanic countries began immigrating to the province and today the Hispanic community is 
one of the fastest growing in Ontario. Hispanic-Canadians represent a dynamic community that has made significant contributions to 
the growth and prosperity of the Province of Ontario. 

October is a significant month for the Hispanic community. Each year, during the month of October, peoples of Hispanic origin 
around the world come together and pay tribute to their shared culture. Celebrations are held around the world, such as Hispanic 
Day (Dia de la Hispanidad), the Day of the Cultures (Dia de las Culturas), Day of the Race (Dia de la Raza), Day of Respect for 
Cultural Diversity (Dia del Respeto a la Diversidad Cultural), Day of Indigenous Resistance (Dia de la Resistencia Indigena), and the 
commemoration of Hispanic Heritage Month in North America. In 2014, the City of Toronto joined in this commemoration and 
officially named October as Hispanic Heritage Month. 

By proclaiming the month of October as Hispanic Heritage Month in Ontario, the province recognizes the rich contributions of 
Hispanic-Canadians to our social, economic, political and multicultural fabric. Hispanic Heritage Month is an opportunity to 
remember, celebrate and educate future generations about the outstanding achievements and contributions of Hispanic people in the 
province. 

October Dates of Importance 
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October 17th - International Day of the Eradication of Poverty 

The observance of the International Day for the Eradication of Poverty can be traced back to October 17, 1987.  The theme for this year is 
òMoving from humiliation and exclusion to participation: Ending poverty in all its forms,ó to highlight the social, emotional, psychological aspects 
of poverty that affect peopleõs lives and their human dignity. By looking at the multidimensional aspects of poverty, it is hoped that a greater 
awareness and understanding will be brought to the issue. 

Poverty Youth Strategy (Research Partnership with Brock University) ð During the month of October, the Durham District School Board will 
begin a research partnership with Brock University at three Secondary School sites (Brock H.S., G.L. Roberts CVI, and Pine Ridge S.S). The 
research will take on a narrative inquiry approach where participants (students, administrators, parents, and teachers) will share their experiences 
on the impacts of poverty. Through this research methodology, theoretical conceptualizations will arise to inform the Durham District School 
Boardõs Youth Strategy.  

October 18nd - 22nd - Diwali (Hinduism)  

For people who identify as Hindu, Diwali is the most popular festival of the year and means "garland of lights."  Diwali lasts five days and the most 
important celebration takes place on the night before the new moon appears.  During Diwali, Hindus light oil lamps (diyas) or candles in honour of 
Lakshmi, Vishnu's wife, the goddess of good fortune, wealth and happiness.  People exchange Diwali greetings and gifts like dried fruit and sweets.
