
Message to Elementary Families RE March Break Postponed 

February 11, 2021 

Subject: March Break Postponed Until April 12th 

Earlier today, the Minister of Education announced that the March break scheduled for the week 
of March 15th, 2021 has been postponed and will now take place during the week of April 12th, 
2021. The decision was made on the advice of Ontario’s Chief Medical Officer of Health and 
more information on this decision can be found in this Ministry of Education press release. 
Please note that the regularly scheduled board holiday on Friday, March 12, 2021 will still go 
ahead as scheduled.  

This change also applies to students learning virtually through DDSB@Home to align with the 
break for in-person students. 

As a result of this change, the DDSB is working with the Ministry of Education to determine the 
impact on the modified school calendar at CE Broughton and Winchester PS. We recognize that 
advance notice for you is key and the modified calendar was raised in meetings with the 
Ministry of Education. Their direction was for us to work with them to establish the new vacation 
schedule. We will do our best to expedite this process, however, we ask that you not make any 
plans for the March period at this stage. We hope to have a final response early next week.  

With March break being postponed, it highlights the importance of everyone following the 
direction of public health officials by avoiding gatherings outside of your household, wearing a 
mask, washing your hands and avoiding non-essential travel as much as possible. 

We are also including a couple of other items in this update that may be of interest to you below. 

Mid-Term Report Cards 

Mid-term report cards will be sent to you through e-mail on Wednesday, February 17, with 
distribution starting after 3pm. Families that do not have an email registered with the DDSB, will 
receive a hardcopy of their child(ren)’s report card by mail after Wednesday, February 17th. We 
ask that if you do not receive the report card within 7-10 business days of Wednesday, February 
17 to contact the school office.
